Photography Regulations

Entry Times:

Entries will be received on Thursday, July 14™ from
1:00pm - 6:00pm at the Clinton Fire Station (west
side basement — street level). Be sure to properly
identify each photograph. Exhibits will be released
Saturday, July 16", 2016 from 6:00-7:00pm.

Specific Rules:

1. Entries not limited to local residence.

2. ONLY Family Friendly picture will be accepted.
3. All prints MUST be the work of the exhibitor and
must not have been entered in previous fairs.

4. All prints MUST be properly prepared before
coming to the Fair. Any print not meeting the
standards of the exhibit and the Clinton City Arts
Board or without proper identification will be
disqualified and will not be judged or displayed.
This will be at the sole discretion of the judges,
Chairman, or City Management.

5. Exhibitors may only enter ONE print per
classification and not more than a total of THREE
prints. Note: at the discretion of the Judges or
Chairman, entries not meeting description of the
classification may be moved to the more
appropriate classification.

6. The Creative/Artistic classification is suitable for
any kind of digitally manipulated or artistic image
including collages and composited images. Note: if
an image is a composite it should be entered in this
classification regardless of if it still has the
appearance of a photograph.

7. With the exception of the ‘Creative/Artistic’
classification, prints that have been digitally
altered to such an extent that they no longer have
the appearance of a photograph should not be
entered in the photograph division.

Preparation of Prints:

1. All entries must be 8x10 printed on photo paper.
2. No foam boards will be accepted in any class.
3. Each print must be identified, on the back only,
with the following:

a. Name of Exhibitor

b. Title of Print

c. Classification
4. Prints not properly identified will not be
accepted.
5. No names or identifying marks may appear on
the front of the print.

Classification:

Classifications will be the same for both the Adult and Kids
Contest (for participants 12 and under).

1. Life (people, plants, animals)

2. Human Interest (Tells a story or evokes an
emotion)

3. Landscapes

4. Creative/Artistic

5. Kids Contest (kids ages 12 and under, one entry
per child.)

6. Teen Contest (teens ages 13-18, one entry per
teen.)

Judging and Award:

Two judges will view the photographs and will
award: First, Second, and Third in each
Classification. There will also be awarded: One Best
of Show.
