Summer League: Rosters and Birth Certificates must be completed and turned into the Clinton Recreation offices
no later than Friday April 29", Failure to turn in these items will result in a forfeit for each league game
attended without these items. We will need to have your completed Clinton City Recreation rosters with parent
signatures and copies of a birth certificate or school ID for each payer listed on your roster. Rosters may be picked
up at the recreation office or downloaded from our web site at www.clintoncity.net .

You will be receiving a phone call no later than Wednesday April 27" to notify your team of your first game time.

- 11U League: Elementary 4/6™ grade will play on 70ft bases with a 48 ft mound.
Must not have attended any grade higher than 6™ grade this current school year or be no older than 11 on
April 30™, 2016.

B¢ 12U League: Elementary 5/7th grade will play on 701t bases with a 48ft mound.
Must not have attended any grade higher than 7™ grade this current school year or be no older than 12 on
April 30, 2016. '

¥ 13 U League: Junior High 7/8" grade will play on 90 ft bases with a 60 ft mound.
Must not have attended any grade higher than 8™ grade this current school year or be no older than 13 on
April 30", 2016.

e 14U League: Jr. High 7/9th grade will play on 90ft bases with a 60ft mound.
Must not have attended any grade higher than 9" in this current school year or be no older than 15 on April
30, 2016.

Grade exception: Players in the corresponding grade will be allowed to play even if they are not “age
appropriate” on April 30™. But must have a copy of their current (photo) student ID card on file with their
team roster.
